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Brompton Cemetery – Old Brompton Road, London SW10 9UG
Brompton Cemetery was opened in 1840 by the “West of London and Westminster Cemetery Company”. The 39 acre plot of land acquired for the cemetery had previously been occupied by brickworks and a market garden. Due to the plot being geographically featureless it was decided that in order to compete with the rolling landscapes of Nunhead and Highgate the cemetery would be a spectacular display of architecture.
It was therefore decided to build Brompton to be representative of a large symmetrical outside cathedral. The full extent of Brompton’s architectural superiority however was never realised. The building costs escalated to over double the initial estimate and legal disputes with the building company resulting in Brompton remaining unfinished.
